Name of planet, planet illustration, date, your name

· Your research must include the following information:

· date it was discovered

· significance of name

· Mythology associated with the planet

· Size (diameter)

· Number of moons or satellites

· planetary order from the Sun (diagram of solar system)

· distance from the Sun

· atmosphere

· length of planetary day and year (revolution and rotation)

· high/low temperature

· significant surface features

· spacecrafts that have observed the planet
· interesting facts, theories, legends, or stories about planet

· Questions you still have about your planet

· Bibliography

· Length- 500 words, Times New Roman, Font 14

You will be given time during class to read about your planet and computer time to search the internet for information.

You must find other books, magazine articles, and websites to gather your information.

*** If you use a website for information, it must come from a website that ends in .edu  ,   .gov     or .org.  A .com website is not considered acceptable for a research paper because the information has not been verified, can contain personal opinions, or incorrect data.
